
Make sure the companies you are considering are  

reputable and have a track record of quality work.  
 	 Call 811 to have your underground utilities located at no charge. However, 	

	 this service does not include private lines such as sprinkler systems. 

	 Be sure all of the materials and contractors quotes are comparable. Discuss  

	 material specifications with their sales associates to be assured you will 	

	 receive appropriate materials for your job. This should include components, 	

	 installation, material dimensions and quantities.
	 Look for a contractor certified by the American Fence Association. The AFA  

	 certifies individuals who have demonstrated their abilities in building at a 	

	 level above nationally accepted construction standards. A Certified Fence 	

	 Professional (CFP) will understand specifications, product quality and  

	 installation techniques to assure a first-class product for you. 
	 Check the references and examples of completed projects by companies you  

	 evaluate. Confirm those references with the Better Business Bureau to 	

	 establish their accuracy.
	 Read all the warranty information thoroughly before you make a purchase.  

	 Verify what is covered and the length of time that it stipulates.
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
